Translation of the Press release:  
Now let us turn to the real thing: on Friday, March 7th I came to Melbourne for the official 
opening of the new Slovenian Consulate, the first one in the history of Slovenian Community 
in Victoria.  We worked hard for quite a long time, had a lot of hurdles and have succeeded. 
In the company with the new Honorary Consul Mr Derry 
Maddison; the member of  the Slovenian Parliament – for 
Slovenians Abroad, Mr Peter Mandelj; the former Honorary 
Consul General Mr Alfred Brežnik and the Leader of the 
Religious and Cultural Centre Kew, Fr Cyril Božič, 
we prepared the celebration, which will be an example/model for the following openings of 
the new Slovenian Consulates in Australia – in Sydney, Adelaide, Brisbane and Perth.
